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VERMICOMPOST WORKSHOP AT VILLAGE: RUI

A Vermicompost workshop was organised by Green Heaven Institute of Management
and Research, Nagpur under the banner of National Service Scheme (NSS) at Village:

This workshop was organised with the
objective of making villagers aware about converting the organic wastes into natural
fertilizers.
